Conneely, father, Shanvally. Registered on 9" May 1919 by Kennedy O’Brien, registrar’.
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Now it is confirmed Barbara’s mother’s maiden name was Walsh, it was possible to perform a
narrower search for the client’s great-grandparents, likely taking place prior to Barbara’s birth.
This has also been successful; a marriage record having surfaced from the previous year. A

transcription has been typed below :
